First Reading          Jeremiah 11:18-20 

The people of God have turned away from the LORD to numerous false gods and idols and the LORD sent His prophet Jeremiah 
to them, seeking to call them to repentance and back to God.  However, in this text the LORD reveals to Jeremiah that the people 
are plotting to kill him which leads Jeremiah to leave his life in Godôs hands.  This points us forward to the plotting of the Jews to 
kill Jesus.

Epistle            James 3:13-4:10 

James continues to describe for us what the life of a Christian looks like after he/she has been redeemed and saved by grace 
through faith in Jesus.  Because He has saved us, we Christians now happily humble ourselves before the Lord, not submitting 
to our earthly and selfish desires so that we might grow in our faith and serve others before ourselves. 

 

13Who is wise and understanding among you? By his good conduct let him show his works 
in the meekness of wisdom. 14But if you have bitter jealousy and selfish ambition in your 
hearts, do not boast and be false to the truth. 15This is not the wisdom that comes down 
from above, but is earthly, unspiritual, demonic. 16For where jealousy and selfish ambition 
exist, there will be disorder and every vile practice. 17But the wisdom from above is first 
pure, then peaceable, gentle, open to reason, full of mercy and good fruits, impartial and 
sincere. 18And a harvest of righteousness is sown in peace by those who make peace. 
 1What causes quarrels and what causes fights among you? Is it not this, that your 
passions are at war within you? 2You desire and do not have, so you murder. You covet 
and cannot obtain, so you fight and quarrel. You do not have, because you do not ask. 
3You ask and do not receive, because you ask wrongly, to spend it on your passions. 4You 
adulterous people! Do you not know that friendship with the world is enmity with God? 
Therefore whoever wishes to be a friend of the world makes himself an enemy of God. 5Or 
do you suppose it is to no purpose that the Scripture says, “He yearns jealously over the 
spirit that he has made to dwell in us”? 6But he gives more grace. Therefore it says, “God 
opposes the proud, but gives grace to the humble.” 7Submit yourselves therefore to God. 
Resist the devil, and he will flee from you. 8Draw near to God, and he will draw near to you. 
Cleanse your hands, you sinners, and purify your hearts, you double-minded. 9Be wretched 
and mourn and weep. Let your laughter be turned to mourning and your joy to gloom. 
10Humble yourselves before the Lord, and he will exalt you.

As Jesus moves on from Galilee where He healed the demon-possessed boy, He reveals the plot of Jewish leaders to kill Him 
but also prophesies to His resurrection.  The disciples remain ignorant to these foundational matters of faith because of their own 
misguided and backward goals of ñgreatnessò.  Jesus teaches that true greatness is to live in humility and service to the Lord.

[The disciples] went on from there and passed through Galilee. And [Jesus] did not 
want anyone to know,

for he was teaching his disciples, saying to them, “The Son of 

Man is going to be delivered into the hands of men, and they will kill him. And when he is 
killed, after three days he will rise.”
