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As we approach the end of the Church year, our Scripture Readings today point to “the end” of

time when Jesus will return and raise all the dead to receive either eternal condemnation or
salvation depending upon whether or not we received Jesus in faith. The overarching theme

points to the importance that we take our faith in Jesus seriously today, placing Him as our top
priority in all things and not be led astray by false teachers or the things of this world.
