Old Testament Reading - Joshua 6:15-21

This text is the later part of the story when God used the people of Israel to conquer Jericho by having them march around
the city seven days, shouting and blowing ram'’s horns. It includes the LORD's favor shown to a scandalous figure, Rahab,
who would become an ancestor of the promised Messiah.

"> On the seventh day they rose early, at the dawn of day, and marched around the city in the same
manner seven times. It was only on that day that they marched around the city seven times. '® And at
the seventh time, when the priests had blown the trumpets, Joshua said to the people, "Shout, for the
LORD has given you the city. '’ And the city and all that is within it shall be devoted to the LORD for
destruction. Only Rahab the prostitute and all who are with her in her house shall live, because she hid
the messengers whom we sent. '® But you, keep yourselves from the things devoted to destruction,
lest when you have devoted them you take any of the devoted things and make the camp of Israel a
thing for destruction and bring trouble upon it. '? But all silver and gold, and every vessel of bronze
and iron, are holy to the LORD; they shall go into the treasury of the LORD." ?° So the people shouted,
and the trumpets were blown. As soon as the people heard the sound of the trumpet, the people
shouted a great shout, and the wall fell down flat, so that the people went up into the city, every man
straight before him, and they captured the city. 2’ Then they devoted all in the city to destruction, both
men and women, young and old, oxen, sheep, and donkeys, with the edge of the sword. ** But to the
two men who had spied out the land, Joshua said, "Go into the prostitute's house and bring out from
there the woman and all who belong to her, as you swore to her."* So the young men who had been
spies went in and brought out Rahab and her father and mother and brothers and all who belonged
to her. And they brought all her relatives and put them outside the camp of Israel.

In the listing of Jesus' genealogy from Abraham to His earthly birth, tonight's Reading highlights some names that could
be considered quite scandalous, showing how God works through, and for all people, regardless of their place in society.

" The book of the genealogy of Jesus Christ, the son of David, the son of Abraham. ... * and Judah the
father of Perez and Zerah by Tamar, and Perez the father of Hezron, and Hezron the father of Ram, ...
> and Salmon the father of Boaz by Rahab, and Boaz the father of Obed by Ruth, and Obed the father
of Jesse, ® and Jesse the father of David the king. And David was the father of Solomon by the wife of
Uriah.
